Research Objectives

List the key goals and objectives of the proposed research.

Relevance and Contribution to the Field
Provide clear indication of new insights the research will contribute and who they are relevant to, including implication to this field. 

Design and Methodology
Provide a brief outline of the approach/methodology to the research including the design. 
This section should also briefly include tools, procedures, units of study as well as the methods and sources of data including their analysis that the proponent is planning to employ. 
Project Management
This section should provide an estimated time frame for the project with clear description of the fund source as well as a summary budget breakup according to proposed activities of the project. 

Wherever relevant indicate collaborations and institutional support and engagements expected for the project. 
NB: A summarized work plan containing the time-line against major deliverables, implementers and collaborators as well as the fund source will be effective. 
Dissemination and Communication
Outline concrete plan for sharing and dissemination of research results.
Sustainability

Briefly state plans for replication of the research wherever relevant including a clear indication of future sustenance of the project. 

Practical Considerations and Ethical Issues
Wherever required indicate measures to address ethical issues foreseen while undertaking the research. Also include other limitations and practical issues, and corresponding measures the proponent plans to put in resolving them. 
Declare conflicting and competing interests wherever relevant.

Provide a bibliography section to list out references in latest version of APA referencing style.
