Seed Rules and Regulations of Bhutan 2025

In exercise of the authority granted by Section 21.2 of the Seeds Act of Bhutan 2000,
the Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock is pleased to issue the Seed Rules and
Regulations of Bhutan 2025 to facilitate the implementation of the provisions of the
Seeds Act of Bhutan 2000. The Seed Rules and Regulations 2018 was revised to
accommodate the changing needs as a result of time and development interventions.
The Rules and Regulations will come into enforcement with effect from July 18,
2025 and shall supersede the Seed Rules and Regulations of Bhutan 2018 and all
previous orders and any amendments issued till now.

The concerned agencies as mentioned in the Seed Rules and Regulations of Bhutan
2025 shall be responsible for the implementation of this Rules and Regulations.

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In exercise of the authority granted by Section 21(2) of the Seeds Act of Bhutan
2000, the Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock hereby adopts the Seed Rules
and Regulations of Bhutan, 2025 to facilitate the implementation of the provisions

of the Seeds Act of Bhutan, 2000.

CHAPTER 1
PRELIMINARY

Title and Commencement

1. This Rule is called the Seed Rules and Regulations of Bhutan 2025.

2. It shall come into force from the date specified in the notification issued by the

Minister.

Repeal

3. This Rule repeals the Seed Rules and Regulations of Bhutan 2018.
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CHAPTER II
ESTABLISHMENT OF AUTHORITY AND MANAGEMENT

National Seed Authority

4. In accordance with Section 14 of the Civil Service Reform Act of Bhutan 2022,
the Ministry hereby establishes the National Seed Authority (NSA) to perform
all functions previously assigned to the National Seed Board under the Act.

Members
5. The National Seed Authority shall consist of the following members:
(1) Secretary, MoAL, Chairperson;
(i) Head of the Department, DoL, member;
(iii) Head of BFDA, member;
(iv) Program Director, National Seed Centre, member;
(v) Program Director, National Biodiversity Centre, member;
(vi) One representative of Pvt. Seed Company, member;

(vii) Two Dzongkhag Agriculture Officers as Farmers’ representative~-member;

(viii) Subject Matter Specialist (need based); and

(ix) Head, Department of Agriculture, Member Secretary.

Functions of the National Seed Authority
6. The National Seed Authority shall carry out the following functions:

(1) Advise the Ministry regarding notification of such kinds/varieties of seeds
which it deems necessary or expedient to regulate the quality of seeds;
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(2) Approve the list of released varieties submitted by Variety Release
Committee;

(3) Approve / Reject procedures and standards for certification, tests and
analysis of seeds recommended by VRC/Competent authority;

(4) Advise the Ministry on the minimum standards on purity and
germination of seeds;

(5) Recommend on the recognized list of foreign Seed Certification Agency
whose certificate shall be accepted in Bhutan.

(6) Propose fee to be charged for analysis of samples by the Central Seed
Testing Laboratory and for certification by the Seed Certification Agency
based on VRC/technical agency recommendations;

(7) Advise the Ministry regarding the establishment of seed testing
laboratories;

(8) Review and endorse bylaws, rules of procedures and fix the quorum, and
conduct of all businesses that it transacts.

(9) Approve de-notification of obsolete varieties from national list;

(10)Carry out such other pertinent functions that are supplemental, or
consequential to any of the functions conferred by the Act; and

(11) Constitute committees to fulfill its functions where necessary.
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Rules of Procedure

7. The National Seed Authority shall function in accordance to the procedure
prescribed herein:

(1) Two-third member of the Board shall constitute a quorum to convene a
meeting

(2) The Board meeting shall convene at least once in a year or as and when
required for urgent matters

(3) Where a member is not able to attend the meeting, a suitable candidate
maybe nominated by the concerned member with the approval of the
Chairperson prior to the meeting.

Variety Release Committee (VRC)

8. In accordance with Section 3.4 of the Act, the National Seed Authority shall
establish a Variety Release Committee for the purpose of assessing new
varieties for release, and recommending notification of varieties.

Functions of the Variety Release Committee

9. The Variety Release Committee shall carry out following functions:

(1) Technically review the proposal for the release of new kind/variety of seeds,
that are both evaluated and non-evaluated in the country, submitted as per the
prescribed Performa in Annexure I A- Field crops, Annexure I B-
Horticulture crops, Annexure I C- Vegetable and Medicinal crops, Annexure
I D- Mushroom, Annexure I E- Fodder crops.

(2) Propose for de-notification of obsolete varieties from national list. The
implementation of de-notification shall be done in a phased manner with the
sale of the existing stocks and the discontinuation of certified seed
multiplication followed by foundation seed and basic seed;
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(3) Coordinate with Bhutan Food and Drug Authority or the competent
regulatory authority to enlist and update as and when necessary a
comprehensive list or records of released and notified varieties in the country;

(4) Maintain proper records of all released, registered, notified and de-notified
varieties/kinds of seeds;

(5) Ensure all germplasm of released seeds are maintained in the national gene
bank at National Biodiversity Centre

(6) Formulate guidelines for considering varieties introduced from public and
private programmes as per the existing variety release guidelines; and

(7) Convene VRC meetings annually or as and when required.

Variety Release Committee Member

10. The Variety Release Committee shall consist of following members:

(i) Director, DoA, Chairperson

(i) Advisor, DoA, member

(i11) Chief, APD, DoA, member

(iv) One representative, DoL, member

(v) One representative, BFDA, member
(vi) One Program Director, ARDC, member
(vil) Program Director, NSC; member

(viii) Program Director, NBC; member

(ix) Technical Specialist (need based) and
(x) Chief, ARID, DoA, Member Secretary.
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Procedure for Release of Varieties

11. The Variety Release Committee shall comply with the following procedure:

(D

The proposal for release of variety shall be forwarded to the Member
Secretary in the prescribed format as provided in Annexure I A, B, C, D
and E, who shall convene a meeting of Variety Release Committee
with the approval of the Chairperson;

The proposed variety should be distinct, uniform and stable as per the
requirement under the relevant Laws;

Criteria for Release of Varieties

3)

The proposed variety should be superior over the existing varieties in
respect of yield or resistance to pest, diseases, quality characteristics or its
suitability for a specific cropping system or growing environment, unless
it has other unique benefits which gives it a comparative advantage;

Notification of Varieties

12. In accordance with Section 4 of the Act, the Minister shall notify the kinds or
varieties of seeds in the country on the recommendation of the National Seed
Authority.

13. Notification of varieties shall apply to the following two categories of varieties:

(D

Any kind of variety, either introduced or traditional, which is grown on a
commercial scale, and if the Variety Release Committee is of the opinion
that it is necessary or expedient to regulate the quality of seed in public
interest; and

All crop varieties assessed and proposed for release by the Variety
Release Committee.
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Procedure for Notification of Varieties

14. Notification of varieties shall comply to the following procedure:

(1)

The Variety Release Committee shall submit varieties to the National Seed
Authority for approval for the purpose of notification. The National
Seed Authority after considering all facts may recommend the notification
of such varieties wholly or partially;

Registration of Nursery Operator

15. Registration of nursery operator shall comply to the following requirements:

The commercial nursery or seeds operator shall obtain a trade license
to operate a business from Department of Trade, Ministry of Industry,
Commerce and Employment upon issuance of technical clearance from
relevant Department and recommendation from Bhutan Food and Drug
Authority issued under Annexure II;

The commercial nursery or seeds operator shall submit the trade license to
the Bhutan Food and Drug Authority for the issuance of nursery
registration certificate.

Nursery registration certificate shall not be used for import and export of
seeds or seedling; and

The nursery operator can grow and sell only the notified kinds or varieties
of seeds, or those endorsed by the National Seed Authority.

National Lists of Notified Kinds or Varieties of seeds

16. The Member Secretary of the Variety Release Committee shall update the
national list of all notified kinds or seeds in the country as per format provided
in Annexure VI and the updated list shall be shared with Bhutan Food and Drug
Authority.
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CHAPTER III
REGULATION OF SALE OF SEED

Domestic Use of Seeds

17. Any farmer shall be allowed to engage in small-scale exchange and local sale
of their traditional varieties, if the varieties for exchange or sale are not covered
under Rule 13 of this Rule and Biodiversity Laws.

18.Any person or firm registered with BFDA with valid trade license for seed
business shall be allowed to carry out seed business on fulfilment of the
requirements mentioned below:

(1) The seed is identifiable to its kind or variety.

(2) Theseed conforms to the standards as prescribed in the Minimum Standards
for Seed and Planting Materials.

(3) The label on the container of such seed shall bear in writing:

(a) The kind or variety to which the seed belongs;
(b) Purity percentage;

(c) Germination percentage;

(d) Date of packaging;

(e) Best before (date); and

(f) Seed treatment, if any.

(4) Other requirements as may be prescribed by National Seed Authority
from time to time.
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Import of Seed

19. In accordance with the power vested upon Ministry under Section 21(1) of the

Act, import of seed shall comply with the following requirements:

Upon fulfilment of the requirements under Plant Quarantine and
Biodiversity law or other relevant laws, import of seed shall be allowed
only for the following purpose:

(a) Commercial purpose;

(b) Private Growers, Farmers/Household;
(c) Research Purpose; and
(d) For multiplication and re-export.

Import of seeds shall require import permit from Bhutan Food and Drug
Authority.

All imports of seeds (including through e-commerce and online business)
shall meet the Minimum Standards for seeds and planting materials for
certification.

Any import of genetically modified seeds shall be governed as per the
Biosafety laws of the country.

No limitation will be imposed on the quantity of seeds that is imported
into the country provided the consignment comply to the following
requirements:

(a) Name and main characteristics of the kind or species/varieties;

(b) Name and address of exporter with country/place of origin and agency
responsible for its certification;
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(6)

(c) The name and address of importer;

(d) Intended purpose of the imported seeds meet all the requirements
referred in Plant Quarantine Laws, and;

(e) Private firms and individuals may import non-released seed varieties or
kinds provided they do not distribute them to farmers and assume full
responsibility for all associated risks, for which duly signed Letter of
Undertaking, as prescribed in Annexure III, must be submitted along with
the application (Annexure IV) to the Department of Agriculture.

(f) In case of non-released hybrid seeds, competent private seed companies or
enterprises or individual shall be permitted to import for sale subject to
approval from the department of agriculture upon submission of application
form as prescribed in Annexure V.

Seed shall be imported only through the official points of entry designated
under Plant Quarantine Laws;

The samples from the consignment may be subject to quarantine inspection
as per the Plant Quarantine laws upon arrival at the official point of entry;

Import of seeds or planting materials of forestry and ornamental plant
species listed in Annexure VII and Annexure VIII of this Rule, shall be
allowed provided it meets all the requirements specified under this Rule;

Non-listed Forestry and Ornamental plant species shall be reviewed by
Department of Forests and Park Services and the National Biodiversity
Centre, respectively.

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20. Import of Agriculture, Horticulture, Fodder, Forestry and Ornamental species
not listed in Annexure VI, VII and VIII shall be considered case by case in
consultation with the relevant agency.

Export of Seed

21. All export of seed shall require a valid export license issued by the Department
of Trade, Ministry of Industry, Commerce and Employment.

22. All varieties shall be allowed to be exported, provided it does not contravene
existing rules, regulation and laws of Bhutan

23. Export of local and indigenous genetic resources shall be governed by the
biodiversity laws.

24. No seed shall be exported from Bhutan, except through the official points of exit
designated under Plant Quarantine Laws.

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CHAPTER 1V
SEED STANDARDS & CERTIFICATION

Seed Standards

25. In accordance with Section 5 of the Act, the Variety Release Committee shall fix
and revise as deemed necessary, the minimum standards for seeds with respect
to seed of any notified kind or variety.

26. Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall ensure sale of such seeds is properly
packaged, marked and labeled in conformity with the minimum standards for
seeds and planting materials.

Seed Certification Agency

27.Inaccordance with Section 7 of the Act, Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall
function as the Seed Certification Agency.

Procedure for Seed Certification

28. The application for grant of certificate for sale of seeds shall be submitted to
Bhutan Food and Drug Authority in the format provided in Annexure IX.

29. Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall conduct field visits to ensure and verify
that the prescribed seed standards are met and maintain inspection report as
per the Annexure X.

30. Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall collect sample testing to examine if the
minimum seed standard is met.
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31.Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall monitor and evaluate the quality of
certified seeds and share the monitoring and evaluation report with the
respective Departments, if required.

32.The Seed Inspectors shall be responsible to ensure and report on any business
pertaining to seed of notified kind or variety that are certified, is in compliance
with the certification procedures

Grant of Seed Certificate
33. Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall grant Seed Certificate as per Annexure
XI for sale of seeds upon meeting the Minimum Standards for Seed and Planting
Materials.

Seed Certification Fee

34. The Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall assess and propose the fee for the
issuance of seed certificate.

35. The Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall consider the following criteria
while assessing and proposing the fee for seed certification:

(1) The market value of the seed;
(2) Need for promotion of seed industry; and
(3) Recovery of the service costs.

Revocation of Certificate

36.Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall reserve the right to revoke the
certificate after giving an opportunity of showing the cause, if:

(1) The applicant, without reasonable cause, has contravened the conditions
subject to which the certificate was granted;
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(2) The certificate is obtained by misrepresentation of an essential fact either
in the application or by other means inconsistent with the Act and Rules
issued thereunder; or

(3) The applicant has contravened any of the provisions of the Act or the Rules

1ssued thereunder.

Appeal

37. Any person aggrieved by the decision under Rule 33 and 36 shall appeal to
the National Seed Authority through the Department of Agriculture within 30

days from the date of decision.

38. The National Seed Authority shall give adequate opportunity to the appellant
of being heard and shall dispose the appeal as expeditiously as possible.

39. The aggrieved party may appeal to the Court of competent jurisdiction on the

decision of the Board.

Foreign Seed Certification Agency

40.Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall be the responsible agency to maintain

the list of recognized foreign seed certification agencies.
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CHAPTER V
SEED INSPECTION

41. In accordance with Section 14(1) and 14(2) of the Act, the Ministry designates
Bhutan Food and Drug Authority for inspection of seed for the purpose of

implementing this Rule.

42. Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall conduct inspection of seed of notified
kind or variety as per the Minimum Standards for Seed and Planting Materials.

43. Fees for inspection of seed for import and export shall be as per the Annexure

XII.
Seed Inspector

44. A Plant Regulatory and Quarantine Officials under Bhutan Food and Drug

Authority may also function as a seed inspector.

45. A seed inspector while on duty shall carry an official identification card and

should be produced on demand.

Powers of Seed Inspector
46. In accordance with Section 15 of the Act, a Seed Inspector shall exercise the
following power:
(1) Take sample of any seed of any kind or variety from:
(a) A person selling such seed; and
(b) A person who is in the course of conveying, delivering or preparing to

deliver such seed to a purchaser or a consignee.
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(2) Enter and search at all reasonable times, any building premises or structure
in which he believes that the evidence of commission of an offence is
likely to be found, after obtaining a search warrant from the nearest Court
of Law.

(3) Order in writing the person in possession of any seed in respect of which
the offence has been, or is being committed, not to dispose of any stock
of such seed for a specific period not exceeding thirty days or, unless the
alleged offence is such that the defect may be removed by the possessor of
the seed, or seize the stock by giving receipt.

(4) Examine any record, register, document or any other material object found
in any place mentioned in Rule 46 (2) of this Rule and seize the same
and inform Bhutan Food and Drug Authority of such a seizure.

(5) Open any container in which any seed of any notified kind or variety may
be contained or where any such seed may be kept for sale, or enter any
premises with Court order to inspect if such seed of any notified kind or
variety is stored.

Procedure for Seed Inspection by Sample Testing

47. In accordance with Section 16 of the Act, when a seed inspector intends to
take a sample of any seed of any kind or variety for analysis under the
circumstances mentioned in Rule 46 (1), the inspector shall:

(1) Giveanotice in writing of such intention to the person from whom he intends
to take the sample.

(2) Take three representative samples of reasonable quantity of the
consignment not exceeding 10% of the total amount of the seed stock.

(3) Seal and mark each of the samples and package them using appropriate
material indicating the following particulars:
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(a) Type of seed sample;

(b) The variety;

(c) Date when sample is taken;

(d) Dzongkhag, gewog, chiwog or entry point from where the sample is
taken; and

(e) Purpose for what intention the sample is being taken should be

included.

(4) Ensure all three samples shall bear the seal and signature of both the seed
inspector and the vendor or person from whom the seed sample is taken in
a manner that can be detected if the seal is broken or tampered.

(5) Out of three samples taken under Rule 47 (2), the seed inspector shall:

(a) Deliver one sample to the person from whom it has been taken;

(b) Send one sample for analysis to the Central Seed Testing Laboratory
for analysis; and

(c) Retain the third sample in a prescribed manner for production in case
of any legal proceedings.
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CHAPTER VI
SEED TESTING LABORATORY

Central Seed Testing Laboratory

In accordance with Section 12 of the Act, the Agriculture Research and
Development Centre (ARDC), Bajo will function as the Central Seed Testing
laboratory for the purpose of fulfilling the provisions of the Act.

. The Central Seed Testing laboratory shall levy a fee as prescribed under the
Schedule of fee, Annexure IX per sample for conducting seed testing, other
than the samples submitted by the certification agency for purposes of seed

quality regulation.

The Central Seed Testing Laboratory shall carry out analysis of seeds in a
standard procedure for the purpose of certification to ensure that the minimum

seed standards are met.

The Central Seed Testing Laboratory shall strive to comply with the standards

of International Seed Testing Association for conducting the test or analysis.

The results of seed sample analysis or tests conducted by Central Seed Testing
Laboratory shall be communicated to the Seed Inspector and the person from
whom the sample has been taken within 3 working days after the completion of

analysis or test.
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Referee Seed Testing Laboratory

53.In accordance with section 13 of the Act, the Ministry shall by notification
designate seed testing laboratories as International Referee Seed Testing
Laboratory identified by NSA for the analysis of the seed samples sent to it under
section 17 of the Act.

54. The National Seed Authority may identify any of the Seed Testing Laboratory
as a Referee Seed Testing Laboratory which will be accredited to International
Seed Testing Association.

55. The applicant applying for Referee Seed Testing Laboratory outside the country
shall bear the testing fee as per the requirement of the Referee Seed Testing
Laboratory.

Report of Seed Testing Laboratory

56. In the event, the report of the Central Seed Testing Laboratory reveals that the
seed sample does not conform to the prescribed minimum seed standards, the
seed dealer shall be liable to pay fines prescribed in this Rule.

57.1In the event, the seed dealer is not satisfied with the report of the Central Seed
Testing Laboratory, the dealer or agencies may send the sample to International
Referee Seed Testing Laboratory until a national referee seed testing laboratory
is established, upon payment of prescribed fee under the Schedule of fee.

58. The seed dealer may upon payment of fee prescribed under the Schedule of fee
or as required by the testing laboratory send the sample to international Referee
Seed Testing Laboratory for analysis provided the sample is intact and is not
tampered.
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Procedure for Dispute Settlement

59. Any dispute arising from the result or report relating to laboratory analysis shall
be dealt as follows:

(1) Ondisagreement of the Central analysis result, the aggrieved applicant may
on the written request and payment of fee send the third sample to the
International Referee Laboratory for re-examination;

(2) Any cost for the analysis of the samples levied by the International Referee
Laboratory shall be borne by the applicant; and

(3) In the event, there is inconsistency between the report of the Central Seed
Testing Laboratory and International Referee Seed Testing Laboratory,
the report of the International Referee Laboratory shall prevail.

Return of Seized Stock
60. The inspector shall return the seized stock if:

(1) The sample tested is in compliance with provisions of the Act and the
Rules; and

(2) The defect has been rectified by the possessor to the satisfaction of the
Seed Inspector.
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CHAPTER VII

OFFENCES AND PENALTIES

Liability of Seed Inspector

61. A Seed Inspector, who wrongfully without reasonable cause seizes seeds,
records or other materials, or for any act done beyond the purview of this Rule
shall be liable for action in accordance with Bhutan Civil Services Rules and

shall not preclude criminal action under Penal Code of Bhutan.

Protection of action taken in good faith
62. A seed inspector shall not be liable for anything done by him in good faith for
the purposes of enforcing the provisions of the Act or this Rule, or otherwise

acting in the course of his duty.

Offence Relating to Sale of Seed
63. Any person who carries out any activities in violation to Rule 17 and 18 of this

rule is an offence and shall be dealt as follows:

(1)For the first offence, Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall seize the items
and issue a written warning, and in collaboration with relevant agencies,
explore the best alternative use of the seized consignment. In the event, no

alternative use is found, such consignment shall be destroyed.
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(2) For the second offence, the consignment shall be confiscated and the

license shall be suspended for six months and the violator shall be liable to

pay a fine equivalent to the market value of the seed involved.

(3) For three or more offences, the violator shall be liable to pay the fine

equivalent to two times the market value of the consignment and the

license shall be cancelled.

64. Any person engaged in import of notified or non-notified seed in violation of
Rule 19 of this Rule is an offence and shall be dealt as follows:

(1) An individual, group, or an organization importing seed without a valid

import permit shall be liable to a fine equivalent to market value of the

import along with the confiscation of the seed.

(2) An individual or group distributing the non-released varieties or kinds to

the farmers specified under Rule 19 (e) shall be dealt as follows:

the violator shall be liable to pay a fine equivalent to market value of
the distributed non-released varieties or kinds if the offence has been
committed for the first time.

the violators shall be liable to pay a fine equivalent to market value
of the distributed non-released varieties or kinds and licence shall be
suspended for a period of six months if the offence has been

committed for the second time

the violator shall be liable to pay a fine equivalent to two times of
market value of the distributed non-released varieties or kinds and
licence shall be cancelled if the offence has been committed for the
third time.
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65. Export of seed without certification by Bhutan Food and Drug Authority shall
be liable for a fine equivalent to 10% of the market value of the consignment.

66. Import or export of seed from Bhutan through entry points or exit point other
than that designated in Rule 19 (7) of this Rule shall be liable for a fine equivalent
to 10% of the market value of the consignment and forfeiture of the seed.

Offence Relating to Seed Certification

67. A person engaging in seed business without certificate shall be liable for a fine
(prescribed in scheduled of fees Annexure IX) plus the payment of fine
equivalent to the market value of seed involved and confiscation of seeds. The
repeated offence shall be liable for the fine equivalent to double the amount of
fines imposed for previous offences.

68. A person engaging in any seed business beyond the validity of the certificate
shall be liable for a fine equivalent to the market value of seed involved and the
seed shall be confiscated and the repeated offence shall be liable for the fine
equivalent to double the amount of fines imposed for previous offences.
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Obstruction of Lawful Authority

69. Any person who prevents a seed inspector from exercising the power or functions
conferred under the Act and the Rules shall be guilty of the offence of obstruction
of lawful authority and such incident shall be reported to the police immediately.

Unlisted Offences

70. Any person guilty of an offence under this Rule and where no specific penalty
for such offense is stated, shall be liable for a fine based on the decision by a
committee authorized by the National Seed Authority.

CHAPTER VIII
MISCELLANEOUS

Amendment
71. The Ministry may amend the provisions of this Rule and the Annexures from

time to time.

Definitions
72. In addition to the definitions set out in Section 2 of the Act, for the purpose of this

Rule, the following terms shall have the meaning ascribed to them hereunder:

“Act” means the Seeds Act of Bhutan 2000.

“Business” means business pertaining to seed of notified kind or variety and
shall include carrying on the business of selling, keeping for sale, offering to sell,

bartering or otherwise supplying seeds of any notified kind or variety.

“Certified Seed” includes all seeds as shall have been inspected during their
period of growth and preparation for market by BFDA, and found to conform
to the requirements of the laws and regulations governing seed certification in
the Kingdom and therefore certified; or such seeds as shall have been certified
by a recognized foreign seed certification agency subject to the requirements

of the laws and regulations governing seed certification in the Kingdom.

“Foreign Seed Certification Agency” means any seed certification agency of

a foreign country recognized under this Rule.
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“Genetically Modified Seeds” include seeds genetically engineered/modified or
produced from transgenic plants.

“Labeling” includes all labels, and other written, printed or graphic representations, in
any form whatsoever, accompanying and pertaining to any seed whether in bulk or in
containers, and representations on invoices.

“Minister” means the Minister responsible for the Ministry of Agriculture and
Livestock.

“Ministry” means the Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock.

“Kind” means one or more related species or subspecies which singly or collectively is
known by one common name, for example, corn, wheat, oats, alfalfa and paddy.

“Notified Kind or Variety” means any kind or variety notified under section 13 of
this Rule.

“Rule” means the Seed Rules and Regulations of Bhutan 2025.

“Seed Certification Agency” means the seed certification agency established under
section 27 of this Rule.

“Sample” means randomly selected representative samples of the total seeds of the
specific kind or variety.

“Seed” means any planting materials used for sowing or planting, and includes
seeds of food, feed, oilseed, forages, vegetable crops, tubers, bulbs, rhizomes,
roots, cuttings, ornamental and forestry plants and all type of grafts and other
vegetatively propagated material for food, fiber and timber.

“Seed Treatment.” means the seed has received an application of a substance, or
that the seed has been subjected to a process, for which a claim is made.

“Seed business” means buying and selling of the notified kind or varieties of seeds.
